Subsequently, Alain-Dominique Gallizia has collected a large and comprehensive collection of rare
historic canvases from many of the early graffiti artists for the Collection Vintage (1975-1990).

He will bring together these extraordinary collections under one roof at the Grimaldi Forum in
Monaco in an exhibition of unprecedented quality and size.

The exhibit will signal the arrival of Pressionism, a celebration of this art movement in its mature
phase. Pressionism-Pressure was the driving force of the movement from the beginning:

pressure in the can, the pressures of street life, competition with other artists and the battle with the
cops and city officials.»
